The minimum necessary level of achievement. More that half of the 

assignments are accomplished, the answers and problem solutions 

are generally acceptable, the minimum necessary theoretical and 

practical knowledge is demonstrated. Research analysis and 

material systematization is poor. Not good use of special 

terminology and compulsory Lithuanian. Lack of   creativity, 

problem actuality, motivation.  

 

The qualification of a lawyer enables a specialist to provide legal consultations, prepare civil and 

other types of contracts, and represent interests of a legal party. A lawyer is competent to 

organize preparation and implementation of legal local and other kinds of documents. A lawyer is 

able to perform a legal audit, evaluating a legal position of a present activity, data of a legal audit 

and monitor the implementation of  prevention intruments.
